Mr Vasau’s Native Bird Information:  
 
The Weka and Ve’a are  
members of the Banded  
Rail family which are  
found right throughout  
the Pacific Islands. The  
Weka is Endemic to  
New Zealand and is mostly found in the Bay of 
Islands and the Bay of Plenty. Their numbers have 
suffered because of predation by feral cats, dogs 
and stoats. The ve'a, or “roadrunner”, is one of 
Samoa's most recognizable birds. It is a familiar 
sight tiptoeing out of the  
grass or running crazily  
across the road, its neck  
stretched out and its big  
feet trying to keep up.  
And its loud, screeching  
voice is a familiar sound.
